PrimeTECH 111allows the natural beauty of the wood grain to show through the coating. The combination of linseed oil, long-oil alkyds and tung oil gives excellent protection. Unlike other PrimeTECH systems, however, this kind of coating, by its nature needs more frequent recoating to properly protect the wood.

PrimeTECH 115,120 allows the natural beauty of the wood grain to show through the coating. It slightly darkens the wood and leaves an amber-tone finish. Unlike other PrimeTECH systems, however, this kind of coating, by its nature needs more frequent recoating to properly protect the wood.

PrimeTECH 140, 145 allows the natural beauty of the wood grain to show through the coating.  Unlike other PrimeTECH systems, however, this kind of coating, by its nature needs more frequent recoating to properly protect the wood. Acrylic should last five years.
